BICYCLES  Why let a bike rust away in your garage when a kid could be riding it?  The 
International Bicycle Fund (ibike.org) offers a directory of youth bicycle recycling 
programs. 
 

BOOKS  Check out AdoptALibrary.org for a list of libraries and organizations that accept 
donations.  Southern California-based Bookends (bookends.org) accepts children’s 
books for Los Angeles-area schools.  Books for Africa (booksforafrica.org) sends books 
to kids in Africa and The Global Book Exchange (bookexchange.marin.org) ships them 
all over the world. 
 

CAMERAS  The New Orleans Kid Camera Project (kidcameraproject.org) collects digital 
cameras and video equipment to help kids in New Orleans recover from the emotional 
impact of Hurricane Katrina through photography-oriented art therapy.
