In a little over a week, we are going to celebrate the most important events in human history.  We will 

gather on Palm Sunday to walk with Jesus through the tumult of Holy Week, join him as he travels 

down that long road to the cross, wait with the disciples during those long nights as they tried to put 

their lives together again and then celebrate the astonishing news that turned the world upside down 

and changed their, and our, lives forever.  It will be a glorious time for us to be reminded of all that 

Jesus went through for us, and the love that was behind it.  After our celebration, we will walk out 

into a bright day (even if it should rain), grateful to our Lord for coming for us.

FAMILY PROMISE SUCCESS STORIES  

A few days ago I was asked how some of the recent families TPC had hosted were getting along.  

After sharing happy and exciting updates on three families, I was encouraged to share their stories 

with you since we have been allowed to play a part in their lives. 
 

Matthew, Jessica and their three children entered Family Promise after living in their car for two 

months.  They were both employed and were working shifts that required the whole family to get up 

at 3:00 a.m. to take Matt to his job and allow Jessica to get their son to school the next morning before 

picking Matt up at work!  Shortly after leaving TPC, they received housing, which has helped bring 

stability to the family.  Even after their graduation, Matt and Jessica have continued to make use of 

the resources available to them through Family Promise, improving their financial situation and 

strengthening their family relationships. 
 

When Nancy and her son, Zeke, entered Family Promise, she had a full-time job, but didn’t have a 

car, Although the Family Promise van got them to and from the day center and churches they were 

staying at, it was necessary for them to ride the bus from the day center to Zeke’s school and then 

Nancy walked to her job.  In the evenings, she walked back to the school to pick up Zeke and then 

had to catch the bus to the center, often not returning to the hosting church until long after dinner was 

served.  Nancy and Zeke are now living in a lovely condo where they feel secure, and Nancy was 

given a car through the National Auto Body Council’s Recycled Rides Program, which has made their 

daily life much more predictable.  They also gave Zeke a bicycle painted the same blue color as his 

mother’s car! 
 

The last story is about Pundy, Theresia and their two sons who were with us in February.  They had 

been in California for only three weeks when they were referred to Family Promise and came to TPC.  

One night over dinner, which was provided by volunteers from Congregation B’nai Israel, Theresia 

was sharing where she was going for job interviews that week.  A volunteer was familiar with one of 

the businesses and gave Theresia her card and said to mention her name, which she did and was 

hired!  What a great reminder how God is at work through relationships and seemingly small acts of 

kindness and concern.  This family has not yet found housing and is still in the program.  Please keep 

them in prayer for Pundy to find work and for them to obtain housing. 
 

I pray that these stories will be an encouragement and blessing to those who volunteer in so many 

ways to provide hope, warmth, support and love to people in crisis.  Your words and actions make a 

difference in people’s lives.
