LETTER FROM FAMILY PROMISE  

We received the letter below from Family Promise  of Orange County:  
 

Ɂ#ÌÈÙɯFriend, 

We write to you with grateful hearts.  Thanks to our ge nerous donors, this year, we have been 

able to help 47 families (121 children) overcome homelessness!  And, we were able to purchase 

a mobile shower so that our families are freshly showered as they go to school, work and 

interviews.  
 

An i mmediate goal is to hire a new full -time Community Impact Manager, whose main job 

functions will be to col laborate with our existing congregations to ensure that our Emergency 

Shelter Program is running well and to lead the search for new congregations so we can expand 

our services to even more vulnerable families. 
 

These functions are vital because our partnership with the fa ith -based community is the heart 

and soul of our services and, most importantly, it is why what we do works so well!  Because of 

you, our partners, v olunteers and donors, we are significantly changing the lives of a growing 

number of famil ies and children each year. 
 

We could share numerous examples of changed lives, but one story really stands out.  Many of 

our volunteers will remember this family of six who had experienced insurmountable 

challenges that were simply out of their control.  The mother battled cancer, the father had a 

neurological disorder, their baby was born premature with a hole in his heart and their 

19-year-old daughter was diagnosed w ith a rare auto-inmune disorder.  (We share all of this 

ÞÐÛÏɯÛÏÌɯÍÈÔÐÓàɀÚɯ×ÌÙÔÐÚÚÐÖÕȭȺɯɯIt is not difficult to understand how a family might become 

homeless with all the missed time from work that flows from these serious medical concerns.
